An extraordinary folio presentation volume (56x43cm) of imperf proof sets (at least 17 sets, 
229 stamps) of the various types of revenue issues of the 1870s-90s affixed to magnificent 
gold-decorated pages incorporating Hijri and Gregorian dates. The covers decorated in 
metal-work, the front cover with the Sultan's Tughra and 'Reshad', ornate title pages 
entirely in Arabic. The binding in need of some restoration due to damage from poor stor-
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age, mainly including losses to the top and bottom of spine, warping and water damage to 
the red moiré silk lining and boards, however the pages themselves have fortunately not 
been affected, aside from a little staining to the margins of the final two pages. The inscrip-
tions, decorations and the proof stamps are in beautiful fresh condition. With such a binding
and craftsmanship of illustration, this is clearly an important book, if not unique then cer-
tainly produced in an extremely low number.
